The Board of Directors of CCRC met in regular session at Noon on Wednesday, August 13, 2014 at the facility. Those
present were:

Chairman Burgess presided and called the meeting to order at 12:30 P.M. with eight members present at that time.

“Mrs. Frankie Johnson moved, seconded by Mrs. Uselton, to approve the minutes of the last meeting as received. The
motion passed unanimously.”

CORPORATE COMPLIANCE OFFICER (CCO)

Mr. Ken White appeared before the Board and gave an oral report as well as written. During the month of June, there
were no new issues reported, orientation was provided to seven new employees, and Provider Trust screened 184
individuals weekly against the exclusions lists and found no issues. A letter was sent to 190 vendors on August 4, 2014
requesting the necessary information, including a W-9, to check them and their principals against the necessary
exclusions lists. Sixty-five or 34% of them have responded to date.

“Ms. Jernigan moved, seconded by Mr. Lyles, to accept the report from the Corporate Compliance Officer. The motion
passed unanimously.”

FINANCIAL STATEMENTS

Mr. King reviewed the June Profit & Loss Statement with the Board. The census today is 124 with 16 Part A’s + -0- Other
insurance payers (comparable to Part A payers). He reviewed all expenses with the Board.

“Mr. Johnson moved, seconded by Mrs. Cook, to approve the financial statements as presented. The motion passed
unanimously.”

Mr. King asked if there were any questions on the May financials which were emailed and there were none.

ADMINISTRATOR'S REPORT

Mr. King reported $818,647 was collected in July with $751,278 booked in June. He reviewed the accounts receivables
efforts and successes.

“Ms. Jernigan moved, seconded by Mrs. Frankie Johnson, to approve the Administrator's report as presented. The
motion passed unanimously.”

OTHER BUSINESS

Mr. Paul Johnson addressed Article 1l of the By-Laws of the CCRC Board of Directors which says, “No more than one
County Commissioner currently serving on the Rutherford County Board of Commissioners shall be entitled to serve as a
member of the Board of Directors at any one time”.

In light of Mr. Johnson'’s recent election to the Rutherford County Board of Commissioners and the fact that Mrs. Cook
serves on the Rutherford County Board of Commissioners, Mr. Johnson informed the Board that he will politely withdraw



his name for consideration at the Board of Commissioners meeting on August 14, 2014 to continue to serve on CCRC.
He said he has enjoyed serving and being a part of this wonderful facility, but now will focus his attention to his duties as
County Commissioner. He also stated that he would like to endorse the appointment of Mrs. Faye Elam to fill his
vacancy. Chairman Burgess congratulated Mr. Johnson on his election and expressed to him everyone’s gratitude for
giving of his time and energy while serving as a member of CCRC.

There belng no further business at this time, Mr. Lyles declared the meeting adjourned at 1:25 P.M.
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
