DEJARNETTE LANE PUMP STATION PROPERTY:

The Committee was next advised the City of Murfreesboro is
replacing the pump station on DedJarnette Lane and was proposing to
purchase 1,810 square feet at $11,451 per acre for $475.81 plus a
temporary construction easement of 4,988 square feet at $11,451 for
$131.12 plus a 10% increase if the offer is voluntarily accepted

making a total price of $670.
