The Board
accepted this information for further study.




F) IC SOLUTIONS UPDATE

Superintendent noted that the phone systems were installed October 1. IC
Solutions and OIT worked together to get the system up and running. The inmates
will be able to order commissary, schedule a sick visit, efc.

G) LAUNDRY UPDATE

The inmates took over the laundry service October 1. Superintendent noted this
arrangement has been successful thus far and will save the county
approximately $100,000. The laundry chemicals will be bought from Ecolab.
There is a morning and evening crew of females that do the laundry that are
supervised by staff members.

H) VOLUNTEER APPRECIATION DINNER UPDATE

Superintendent noted the Volunteer Appreciation Dinner held on Saturday,
September 22 was a great success. It was well attended with the Titan’s Marc
Mariana being the guest speaker. The attendees and inmates enjoyed the food
and fellowship. Mayor Burgess thanked the board members that attended the
event.

Superintendent noted on Saturday, November 17 at 12:00 there is a Thanksgiving
dinner planned for the staff and their families to celebrate a day of thanks for all
the blessing we enjoy.
